Outline of Jeremiah
Jeremiah is the book which emphasizes that sin has conse-

quences (2:19; 13:9–10; 30:15). The Babylonian captivity took 
place because of Judah’s sin (25:8–9). Jeremiah speaks of their 
return from that seventy year captivity (29:10), and tells of the 
eventual establishment of God’s new covenant with His people 
Israel (31:31–34).

The chapters in Jeremiah’s prophecy are not arranged in 
chronological order. [See the Introductory notes.] In order to 
fully understand this book, we must familiarize ourselves with 
the history of Judah during Jeremiah’s time. We will try to refer 
back to those historical events as much as is possible. Jeremiah 
expands greatly on the events recorded in II Kings 23 through 
25 and II Chronicles 34 through 36. Although, he has practically 
nothing to say about the days of Josiah.

(1) give (Jeremiah was given to them), (2) put or set (God 
put him, or set him, in the place of prophet), (3) make or 
constitute (God made him a prophet). All three are most 
certainly true of Jeremiah.

It was a very great 
and rich city, being the terminus of one of the great 
trade routes of the East; and even today its ruined 
buildings and palaces, carved out of the solid rock, 
are most imposing and magnificent. But in Ezekiel 
35:3–9; Jeremiah 49:16–18, and other places, there 
were predictions of this ultimate overthrow of Edom. 
Edom was to be an utter desolation, her trade was to 
cease, and all her inhabitants were to disappear. For 
many centuries after they were written these prophe-
cies remained in the Scriptures without being fulfilled. 
Even for some 600 years after Christ, Edom and 
Petra remained great and prosperous. But somehow, 
sometime, a change came. Seemingly no one knows 
the story. Now the whole land of Edom, as far as the 
city of Maan, a town on the east of Edom and the 
Teman of Scripture, has escaped the desolation. But 
this is precisely what was predicted in Ezekiel 25:13: 
‘I will make it a desolation from Teman.’” —Dr. Henry 
Morris, The Bible and Modern Science, Moody Press, 
Chicago, 1956, p. 114.
